I have seen quite a large amount of talent, expertise, and price ranges.  Since I have 

not painted for nearly 15 years, this is a time of “catch-up” (ketchup?).
Besides our monthly officers meetings, these times of “gallery going,” fellowship, 

critiquing, and EATING is just what I need to get myself motivated into breaking out 
the brushes and putting paint on canvas...thanks to everyone in the group!

This is what CASA is all about.  To me it is a witness to each other and to the 
community of just how much we are blessed.  In this time of great uncertainty, people 
need to know that they are not alone and that they are gifted and cared for by God and 
others...especially in the artistic realm...see Exodus 31:3-5.

So far we have initiated some basics in “seeing” 
(perceiving) color, “talking” (communicating) 
about color, and “mixing” color.  The way I look at 
it is, if I can get my head “straight” when dealing 
with color, then the only thing I have left to do is to 
put it on the canvas - in the right spot!...:o)

Let’s continue on and look into the mixing of 
color.

The 9 different “Values” of any color (between 
black and white) are mixed by choosing and using 
the colors around it.  Let’s take the primary “Hue” 
of Yellow as an example...we will choose Cadmium 
Yellow as our foundation “Hue.”  Cadimum Yellow 
is identified as yellow to the 8th value (Y8.)  

To pull it up to the Y9 value you add white to it.  
To pull it down in value is a new adventure 

altogether!  When we lower the value of yellow, 
we want it to keep its yellow “flavor” as we 
bring it down.  We do NOT want it to shift over 
towards orange, over towards green, or diminish 
its “Chroma”...we just want it to get darker while 
keeping its yellow look.  We do this by adding to 
it darker valued Hues of its same color family...like 
“Naples Yellow” (Y7), Yellow Ochre (Y5), Raw 
Umber (Y3), and finally black to bring it to Y2 and 
Y1.

This process of value control permits you to 
have complete mastery over the color Yellow or 
any other Hue.  It also helps you to know “when” to 
shift your color to its “cool” or “warm” side as your 
subject and lighting dictate.
